Música Ficta is one of the most distinguished and 
respected early music ensembles specialized in 
the performance of Latin American and Spanish 
baroque repertoire. Founded in Colombia, since 
1994 the ensemble has performed in the main 
churches and cathedrals of Latin America -where 
the most important music archives of the continent 
are found- as well as in some 30 countries in 4 
continents. Its concerts and recordings have been 
broadcast through the most important radio 
stations in the American continent and Europe, 
including  Radio France International, Radio 
Nederland, SWR Südwestrundfunk and Cologne 
Radio, National Russian Radio, and the US 
National Public Radio.

The ensemble has uncovered and premiered 
many forgotten and unpublished pieces of Latin 
American colonial repertoire. Performances of 
this vast and contrasting music are approached 
with a profound respect for the relationship 
between poetry and music, using period 
instruments, as well as Latin American traditional 
instruments, which are used based upon strict 
musicological criteria and the latest research. 

Música Ficta’s recordings have been issued by 
European and American labels, having received 
awards and 5 stars reviews by specialized music 
critics.
